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Compromise Ethics Legislation

Governor M. Jodi Rell today issued the following statement after an agreement was reached on a compromise ethics bill that is to be considered by the General Assembly today:

“Last week I proposed a compromise, nine-point ethics plan and called on the Legislature to set aside partisan wrangling and pass it this week. I am pleased to say that they are heeding my call and will be voting today on legislation that will – at last – largely complete the work of reforming state government.


“Over three years ago we began the work of reforming state government amid difficult and painful times. It was necessary work and together we have achieved much in restoring the faith and confidence of Connecticut’s people.

“This is a victory for clean government – and really, a victory for our citizens. This bill represents the hard work of both chambers and I appreciate the leadership of the lawmakers involved in forging this compromise.


“Our government works best and accomplishes the most when it leaves partisan rancor behind and listens instead to the will of the people. These are reforms that the people of Connecticut have long awaited and rightfully demand. These are common-sense measures that will apply to all. They represent the finest tradition of public service – doing what is right, for the right reasons.”
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
